Marblemount, WA Weather 
 

Marblemount, WA climate is mild during summer when temperatures tend to 
be in the 60's and very cold during winter when temperatures tend to be in the 
30's.  

The warmest month of the year is August with an average maximum 
temperature of 75.40 degrees Fahrenheit, while the coldest month of the year 
is January with an average minimum temperature of 31.70 degrees 
Fahrenheit.  

Temperature variations between night and day tend to be moderate during 
summer with a difference that can reach 22 degrees Fahrenheit, and fairly 
limited during winter with an average difference of 12 degrees Fahrenheit.  

The annual average precipitation at Marblemount is 71.39 Inches. Winter 
months tend to be wetter than summer months. The wettest month of the year 
is November with an average rainfall of 11.37 Inches.

In the identified market area, the current year population is 6,055. In 2000, the Census count in the market area was 4,839. The rate of 
change since 2000 was 2.75 percent annually. The five-year projection for the population in the market area is 6,869, representing a change 
of 2.55 percent annually from 2008 to 2013. Currently, the population is 50.2 percent male and 49.8 percent female.

The household count in this market area has changed from 1,857 in 2000 to 2,326 in the current year, a change of 2.77 percent annually. The 
five-year projection of households is 2,636, a change of 2.53 percent annually from the current year total. Average household size is currently 
2.60, compared to 2.60 in the year 2000. The number of families in the current year is 1,599 in the market area.
 

Housing
 

Currently, 57.3 percent of the 3,071 housing units in the market area are owner occupied; 18.4 percent, renter occupied; and 24.3 percent are 
vacant. In 2000, there were 2,462 housing units— 55.3 percent owner occupied, 19.8 percent renter occupied and 24.9 percent vacant. The 
rate of change in housing units since 2000 is 2.72 percent. Median home value in the market area is $219,071, compared to a median home 
value of $192,285 for the U.S. In five years, median home value is projected to change by 2.25 percent annually to $244,894. From 2000 to 
the current year, median home value changed by 8.24 percent annually.
