ARTICLE 8. USE AND OTHER RESTRICTIONS

8.1  General Use Restrictions. Each Lot shall be used for lawful purposes in
conformance with all restrictions imposed by all applicable governmental laws, ordinances,
codes, and regulations, and no use or operation shall be made, conducted or permitted on or with
respect to all or any portion of a Lot which is illegal. In addition to the foregoing, throughout the
term of this Declaration, it is expressly agreed that neither all nor any portion of any Lot shall be
used, directly or indirectly for permitting any activity which causes a public or private nuisance,
any noise or sound objectionable due to beat or loudness, any obnoxious odor or any noxious
toxic, caustic or corrosive fuel or gases, storage or display of fireworks, any warchouse (but
storage which is ancillary to business operations is permitted), assembly, manufacture,
distillation, refining, smelting, agricultural or mining, any mobile home or trailer park, labor
camp or day labor facility, any drilling for removal of subsurface material, any dumping of
garbage or refuse or any incineration of garbage, junk yard or stock yard (but this shall not
prevent the temporary use of construction trailers during periods of construction), health spa,
gymnasium or fitness facility, banquet hall, movie theater, tavern or bar (but this shall not
prevent the sale of alcoholic beverages by a restaurant), massage parlor, central laundry, dry
cleaning plant or laundromat (but on-site service oriented to pickup and delivery by the ultimate
consumer, including nominal support facilities, is permitted), night club or discotheque, bowling
alley, pool hall, billiard parlor, skating rink, roller rink, amusement arcade (but amusement areas
ancillary to a business shall be permitted, such as a video game area in a restaurant), adult book
store, adult theater, adult amusement facility, any facility selling or displaying pornographic
materials or having such displays, auction house, flea market, blood bank, sleeping quarters or
lodging, the outdoor housing or raising of animals, veterinary hospital, the sale, leasing, display,
repair or storage of automobiles, boats, other recreational vehicles or other vehicles, any
industrial use, an assembly hall, off track betting establishment, bingo parlor, any fire sale,
bankruptcy sales, (unless by court order) or auction house operation, or any use which creates a
nuisance.

8.2  Tenant Use Specific Restrictions. In addition to the foregoing, (a) during the
period that a Pier One store is aperating on a portion of the Property, no other portion of the
Property shall be operated as a store selling or displaying for sale Pier One style merchandise to
include furniture, decorative household furnishings, or housewares customarily sold in a Pier
One retail store, such as a Cost Plus or similar business, unless such use or purpose is incidental
(as defined below) to such business, and (b) no pet store or restaurant shall be permitted in the
building (Building B) adjacent to the Pier One, and (c) no restaurant in excess of 2,000 s.f shall
be permitted in Building C. Further, during the period that Beneficial Finance is operating on a
portion of the Property, no other portion of the Property shall be operated as a consumer finance
business which offers consumer loans and / or home equity unless Beneficial Finance consents in
writing thereto, provided however that such restriction shall not prohibit a bank from operating
on the Property, and during the period that Otto Hanssen DDS or assigns is operating a dental
clinic on the Property no other portion of the Property shall be used as a dental clinic, and during
the period that Consolidated Communications, Inc. is operating its business on the Property in
full conformance with its Lease no other portion of the Property shall be operated as a store
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whose primary business is the sale at retail of wireless phones, pagers, and associated
accessories. With respect to clause (a) above, incidental sales means the sale of furniture,
decorative household furnishings or housewares which for any one such product line does not
exceed 15% of the gross sales of such business. The restrictions in this Section 8.2 shall not
apply to (a) a Michael’s Store, Inc. or similar tenant, and/or (b) a traditional furniture retail
such as Thomasville or Ethan Allen. With respect to clause (b) above, incidental sales means™
that the sale of all of the items listed in clause (b) by the particular store does not exceed 15% of
the gross sales of that store. With respect to the Consolidated Communications, Inc. provision,
the phrase “primary business™ shall mean 50% of gross sales.

8.3  No-Build Area, During the period that a Pier One store is operating on Lot 1,
subject to casualty or governmental action or governmental restrictions, (a) the Owners of Lots 2
and 3 agree not to erect or allow to be erected any building, fence, wall, sign or other obstruction
in the Common Area located on those Lots without the prior written consent of Pier One, and (b)
the Owners agree not to alter the size or location of curb cuts or private drives that provide
access to the Property without the prior written consent of Pier One.

ARTICLE 9. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS

9.1 Definitions. “Hazardous Materials” shall mean any flammable explosives,
radioactive materials, petroleum, natural gas liquids, asbestos-containing materials and PACM,
lead paint or lead paint hazards, hazardous materials, hazardous wastes, hazardous or toxic
substances, or any pollutant or contaminant defined as such, in or used by any federal, state or
local law, ordinance, rule, regulation, standard, order or decree which relates to protection of the
public health, welfare and the environment, including without limitation, those relating to the
storage, handling and use of chemicals and other hazardous materials, those relating to the
generation, processing, treatment, storage, transport, disposal or other management of waste
material of any kind and those relating to the protection of environmentally sensitive areas
(“Environmental Laws”). The term “release” as used herein means depositing, spilling, leaking,
pumping, pouring, emitting, erupting, discharging, injecting, escaping, leaching, dumping or
disposing into the environment. .

9.2  Covenants, Each Owner agrees not to release any Hazardous Materials on the
Property in violation of any Environmental Laws. Each Owner agrees to comply with
Environmental Laws and to use commercially reasonable efforts to cause its Tenants or
Occupants to comply with Environmental Laws with regard to their operations on the Property.
If any Hazardous Materials are discovered on an Owner’s Lot which violate Environmental
Laws, and if either as a matter of law or of reasonable care should be remediated, that Owner
shall conduct and complete or cause the responsible party to conduct and complete, the necessary
actions to remediate the Hazardous Materials in accordance with Environmental Laws.

ARTICLE 10. ADDITIONAL GENERAL PROVISIONS

10.1 Run_with Land. The covenants, conditions, restrictions, easements and
reservations granted, reserved and declared in this Declaration shall run with the land

17.36.010 Intent.

The intent and objective of this classification and its application is to provide for the location of a grouping of
uses which are considered compatible uses having common or similar performance standards in that they
represent types of enterprises involving the rendering of services, both professional or to the person, or on-
premises retail activities. This zone represents the prime commercial designation for small to moderate scale
commercial activities and should be developed in a manner which is consistent with and attracts pedestrian

oriented activities. This zone encourages leisure shopping and provides amenities conducive to attracting
shoppers.

There are several blocks zoned C-1 general commercial in old downtown Burlington located along
Fairhaven, Victoria and Washington between Burlington Boulevard and Anacortes Avenue. The goal of the
commercial zoning in this area is to attract new businesses and uses, and to upgrade existing businesses
and uses that enhance the district as a whole, without having an adverse impact on parking or changing the
character of the area. the process for improving the central business district, old downtown, is an on-going
process that will continue over many years. See also BMC 17.09.070. (Ord. 1396 § 46, 1999; Ord. 1206 § 3,
1992).

17.36.020 Permitted primary uses.

Property located in downtown Burlington as mapped in the comprehensive plan that is zoned C-1 general
commercial shall comply with the B-1 business district zoning regulations, unless a conditional use permit is
authorized by the city council. See also BMC 17.09.070.

Hereafter all buildings, structures, or parcels of land zoned general commercial, but located outside
downtown Burlington, shall only be used for the following, unless otherwise provided for in this title:

A. Apartments or other multifamily housing types, provided they are located in a mixed use building with
commercial on the lower floor(s) and apartments on the upper floor(s);

B. Art, music and photography studios;

C. Automobile parking facilities;

D. Automotive parts and accessories sales;

E. Banking and related financial institutions, excluding drive-in facilities and located in a mixed use building;
F. Bowling alleys, bingo halls, skating rinks and other commercial recreation;

G. Bus passenger terminals;

H. Caretaker apartment;

I. Civic, social, and fraternal clubs;

J. Day care, including home based, mini day care, day care center, preschools or nursery schools;

The plan shall include the following elements at a minimum:

a. A requirement that wheels shall not be removed from units,

b. A requirement that the hitch shall not be removed from units,

c. A requirement that only quickly removable, knockdown skirting shall be used,
d. A requirement that a plan is in place to move the units out;

2. The site shall have a row of screening trees or hedge around the perimeter;

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BB. Other uses may be permitted by the planning director if the use is determined to be consistent with the
intent of the zone and is of the same general character of the uses permitted in this section;

CC. Uses permitted in the C-2 heavy commercial and M-1 industrial districts may be permitted on a portion of
the site by the planning commission, in accordance with BMC 17.68.150. This review may be conducted only
if there is a recommendation for approval by the planning director, in consultation with the public works
director, fire marshal, building official and police chief, based on the following criteria:

1. The lot is deep or irregular and C-1 uses may not be appropriate on a portion of the site;

2. The site abuts a more intense use and a transitional use is a better fit with the character of the area. (Ord.

17.36.025 Accessory uses.

A. Telecommunication macro facilities, subject to the following requirements:

1. Macro facilities may be located on buildings and structures provided that the immediate interior wall or
ceiling adjacent to the facility is not a designated residential space.

2. The macro facility shall be exempt from review by the design review board if the antenna and related
components are the same color as the existing building, pole or support structure on which it is proposed to
be located.

3. The shelter or cabinet used to house radio electronic equipment shall be contained wholly within a building
or structure, or otherwise appropriately concealed, camouflaged or located underground.

4. Macro facilities shall comply with the height limitation specified for all zones except as follows:
Omnidirectional antennas may exceed the height limitation by 15 feet, or in the case of nonconforming
structures the antennas may extend 15 feet above the existing structure. Panel antennas may exceed the
height limitation if affixed to the side of an existing building and architecturally blends in with the building.
Placement of an antenna on a honconforming structure shall not be considered to be an expansion of the
nonconforming structure.

Buildings may exceed 45 feet if one foot of
setback is provided from each property line, for each foot the building exceeds 45 feet.

H. Maximum Setback Requirement in all Other Locations.

1. Ten feet from the property line on the street side for new construction. If the new construction occurs on a
corner lot, the maximum setback shall apply to each boundary line adjacent to a street.

3. Exceptions which may be authorized through the planning commission plan review process include the
following list:

a. Drive-in businesses shall have the building setback established as part of the conditional use permit for
the drive-in use.

A. All uses shall be conducted entirely within a building or structure except:

3. Display or sales of goods that do not extend eight feet past the front of the building, do not block entrances
or interfere with pedestrian travel, do not interfere with the parking areas and do not encroach upon public

property;

4. Outdoor seating for restaurants, theaters, or other entertainment;
5. Play areas for day cares;

6. Refuse containers;

7. Temporary uses as permitted by the fire marshal, building official, planning director or city engineer
pursuant to the applicable ordinances;

8. Unloading and loading areas;
9. Utility substations.

B. Any repairing done on the premises shall be incidental only, and limited to custom repairing of the types of
merchandise sold on the premises at retail. The floor area devoted to such repairing shall not exceed 30
percent of the total floor area occupied by the particular enterprise, except that the limitations of this
subsection shall not apply to shoe, radio, television, or other small appliance repair services.

C. Storage shall be limited to accessory storage of commodities sold at retail on the premises or materials
used in the limited fabrication of commodities sold at retail on the premises.

D. Operations conducted on the premises shall not be objectionable beyond the property boundary lines by
reason of noise, odor, fumes, gases, smoke, vibration, hazard, or other causes.

E. No on-site hazardous substance processing and handling, or hazardous waste treatment and storage
facilities shall be permitted, unless clearly incidental and secondary to a permitted use, subject to the
requirements of the Uniform Fire Code.

F. Commercial land abutting directly a residential zone shall provide for a transition to the residential use as
required in chapter 17.48 BMC, Performance Standards, and the following:

1. A six-foot screening fence and a 20-foot landscaped buffer designed for sight and noise baffling or a six-
foot solid block wall and a 10-foot landscaped buffer designed for sight and noise baffling; and

2. Uses generating noise after 9:00 p.m. shall not be permitted, including taverns, assembly occupancies,
restaurants with cocktail lounges or dance floors, all night business and other similar types of uses;

3. Measures shall be taken to prevent light and glare from being directed to residential uses.

G. New construction shall comply with the Citywide Design Guidelines, and chapter 17.69 BMC, Design
Review Board, on sites one acre or larger in size. (Ord. 1322 § 6, 1996; Ord. 1260 § 12, 1994; Ord. 1206 § 3,
1992).

Currently, 94.5 percent of the civilian labor force in the identified market area is employed and 5.5 percent are unemployed. In comparison,
93.4 percent of the U.S. civilian labor force is employed, and 6.6 percent are unemployed. In five years the rate of employment in the market
area will be 94.6 percent of the civilian labor force, and unemployment will be 5.4 percent. The percentage of the U.S. civilian labor force that
will be employed in five years is 93.9 percent, and 6.1 percent will be unemployed. In 2000, 64.4 percent of the population aged 16 years or
older in the market area participated in the labor force, and 0.7 percent were in the Armed Forces.
In the current year, the occupational distribution of the employed population is:
e 53.4 percent in white collar jobs (compared to 60.2 percent of U.S. employment)
e 18.2 percent in service jobs (compared to 16.5 percent of U.S. employment)
e 28.4 percent in blue collar jobs (compared to 23.3 percent of U.S. employment)
In 2000, 77.8 percent of the market area population drove alone to work, and 4.0 percent worked at home. The average travel time to work in
2000 was 24.1 minutes in the market area, compared to the U.S. average of 25.5 minutes.
Population by Education
In 2008, the educational attainment of the population aged 25 years or older in the market area was distributed as follows:
¢ 14.8 percent had not earned a high school diploma (16.4 percent in the U.S.)
e 27.0 percent were high school graduates only (29.6 percent in the U.S.)
¢ 10.2 percent had completed an Associate degree (7.2 percent in the U.S.)
e 13.8 percent had a Bachelor???s degree (17.0 percent in the U.S.)
e 7.6 percent had earned a Master???s/Professional/Doctorate Degree (9.7 percent in the U.S.)
